TOURNAMENT DIRECTORS

* We prefer Td’s to run amateur only events

e 2 rounds of 18 holes. We recommend using the most popular course with
the best facilities. (Restrooms, ample parking, centrally located, etc.)

e 3 Amateur divisions; Advanced (ADV), Intermediate (INT), Recreational
(REC).

e Payout tables: Pay deeper into the field to distribute prizes further. This
will serve as an incentive for new players to stay involved in
tournaments. Top 30-40% ADV; Top 40-50% INT.; Top 50-60% REC.
Trophies only for 1st Place.

e Post a nice clear flyer at all area courses. Post your flyer on local disc golf
websites and message boards. Send out your flyer to a disc golf email list.
Hand out flyers to players on the course.

e Take pre-registration and limit entrants to 4 per hole.

e Secure local sponsorship from merchants.

e Remember to make people feel welcome. You are representing Gateway

TOURNAMENT CENTRAL AND AWARDS CEREMONY GUIDELINES

Have the course marked and arrows for next tee where needed.
Reserve a pavilion or use a small event tent w/ a picnic table.

Appoint a helper to take registration the day of the event.

Appoint a different helper to sell merchandise.

Display all merchandise on tables for spectators and participants to see.
KNOW THE RETAIL PRICES of all gateway products!!

Have some way of displaying scores and info, Scoreboard or dry erase board.
Have one scorecard per person (if possible).

Put a player from each division in each group for the 1% round (if possible).
Space out groups and try and make each of them foursomes.

Start off players meeting by thanking everyone for coming, the helpers and
SponNsors.

Go over general pdga rules of play, like mini usage, foot placements and OB in
case there are new players.

Give players ample time to reach their holes before blowing the 2 min. warning.
Post start time of second round where everyone will see it.

Post payout for players to see before end of 1% round.

Have a non-playing official to make rules decisions during play.

Start off awards ceremony by thanking everyone for coming, also your helpers
and sponsors. Then award placed finishers their prizes and trophies. Start with
the last place payout up tolst in each division. Lowest division to highest.
