What we are asking from our GDSTOUR.COM td’s is to have only Gateway products represented and available
for sale and prizes the day of the event. This will help with our ability to have our products promoted properly
throughout our series of promotional tournaments.

This year our Tournament Directors (TD’S) can choose between 4 different levels of GDSTOUR.com
events Red , White, Blue and a sanctioned pdga X or D tier Some events may be PDGA sanctioned to acquire
tournament insurance, but it is not mandatory. Gateway Disc Sports will provide whatever type of support is
needed for Tournament Directors. We will suggest tournament guidelines to follow, but will not be mandatory.
The number of divisions, entry fees, payout schedules, tourney location, and number of holes played, etc. is at
the TD’s discretion. A suggested format for Tournament Director’s is listed on the following page.

We envision a Casual/competitive atmosphere at 2010 GDSTOUR.COM events this coming year. We will
focus on providing friendly competition where new players meet and have a good time. One of our main goals
is to attract the recreational disc golfer that competes with friends, but until now has avoided organized
tournaments. Handing a flyer directly to a recreational player and inviting him personally is the best way to get
them to attend.

GDSTOUR.COM will incorporate all of the information we received from TD’s and players to formulate
standard guidelines for events in the future. Someday soon we will have a geographical and chronological tour
in place that we can continue to improve on for the years to come.
